People that qualify for Northeast 
Transportation Service (NETS) or who 
require transportation only to medical 
appointments are not eligible for HEB 
Transit. 
 
Transportation is only within the city limits of 
Hurst, Euless, and Bedford and to the 
Hurst/Bell and CentrePort/DFW Airport 
Trinity Rail Express (see map). 
 
Please be prepared for the vehicle to arrive 
up to 15 minutes prior to or 15 minutes after 
your scheduled pick-up time.  Passenger 
delay of 5 minutes or more to board the 
vehicle will be counted as a no show.

Our services provide 
transportation to qualified, low- and 
moderate-income residents who need 
a ride to work or a ride to a work-
related activity.

Reservations 
 

 Obtain an HEB Transit Pass from a 
participating agency (listed on back). 

 
 Call the telephone number on your pass 

48 hours prior to your trip. 
 
 Reservations accepted Monday-Friday 

from 8:00 a.m.—5:00 p.m. 
 
 Have your transit pass number 

available when you make your 
reservation. 

Rules of the road 
 

 FARE: $3 CASH PER RIDE, $6 CASH 
ROUND TRIP 

 Drivers do not make change.  
 Drivers do not accept round trip fares. 
 Children age 17 and under must be 

accompanied by an adult. 
 Cancel as soon as possible but no later 

than 2:00 p.m. on the day prior to your 
trip. 

 Trips are for work or work-related 
activities: childcare, school, job 
interview, training, etc. 

 Cancelling the trip after the driver 
arrives or not being present when 
vehicle arrives will be counted as a no-
show. 

 Repeated no-shows will result in an 
immediate suspension of service. 

 Eating, drinking and smoking are not 
allowed onboard the vehicle. 

 HEB Transit reserves the right to 
suspend, deny or terminate service to 
anyone at its sole discretion.
